· 4 levels: archive, portal, catalogue, services (everything reflects these levels)

· Other nations have limitations on access to data; no full and open data exchange worldwide 

· Housewife scenario: SLOSH model is not a forecast, element of confusion by having that as goal

· DEAV does not address competition with private sector

· Risk of political hot water

Paul Bryant, FEMA

· Leary of saying that scenario is an exact forecast

· Use Meows (sp.), not SLOSH for evacuation

Mark Reichardt, USGS

· Context/relevancy for users

· Need to project conditions to apply (e.g. SLOSH model)

· Workshop has been advertised in Commerce Business Daily, good mix of individuals present, need to move forward

· Don’t underestimate conflict with NSDI nodes (local, non-commercial) and DE (public, private)

· Recommendation to evacuate comes from government, not housewife (response to Allan Eustis, NOAA)

· Not DE’s job to make policy; DE’s job to provide information to people to make recommendations

· Need to be careful of putting out data that allows people to make their own, possibly ill-informed, decisions
